\ UNDERGRADUATE MINOR IN EDUCATIONAL
STUDIES

The undergraduate Minor in Educational Studies is designed to allow
students to explore a broad range of issues in the field of education as
well as provide a foundation for becoming a teacher in grade K-12. The
program consists of courses that include an introductory level course and
several advanced courses in the field of education. A number of the
minor's elective courses are offered by other academic units.

Benefits to Students Who Obtain the Minor in Educational Studies

The minor provides students who have a strong interest in a career in education with the opportunity to pursue that
interest as an undergraduate.

Students who plan to apply for admission to UCI programs (or other university programs) leading to a teaching
credential, a Master of Arts in Teaching, or a doctoral degree in education will enhance their admissibility by taking
the minor's coordinated set of courses. The minor provides a strong basic foundation in educational studies that
will serve them well in their advanced work.

For future teachers, some Area 4 courses in the minor will provide relevant subject matter preparation in the
disciplines they intend to teach. Department of Education counselors can advise students about selecting
appropriate courses.

Students who do not eventually choose education as a career path will have gained a valuable knowledge base
applicable to many other occupations and to roles as citizens, parents and volunteers.

How to Apply for the Minor:

File a "Statement of Intent to Enroll in the Minor in Educational Studies" with the Department of Education, and
include an unofficial copy of your transcript. (Forms available in 2000 Berkeley Place.)

Upon completion of Education 50, "Origins, Purposes and Central Issues in K-12 Education,Oa letter/email will be
sent to you confirming your admission to the minor program.

Students can take the required courses for the minor in any order they choose.

How to Complete the Minor:

Upon completion of the minor course work, students are required to bring a copy of their transcripts reflecting
fulfillment of the requirements to the Department of Education Student Affairs office for a minor check. The
department will then send paperwork to the student's major department verifying completion of minor
requirements.

Also, students must inform their undergraduate major counselor of their intent to complete the Minor in Educational
Studies at the time of their degree check.

NOTE: Students are encouraged to check with the counselor in their major for verification of selected coursework

when using courses from their major to complete the minor. Some schools will not allow a student to use the
same course to satisfy requirements for their major and minor.

Requirements:

Residency Requirement:

At least four upper-division courses must be successfully completed at UCI.

Minor Coursework Requirements:

The minor requires completion of a minimum of seven courses (at least five of which must be upper-division)
totaling 28 units drawn from the four required areas of study shown below and from approved electives. Students
must also complete 20 hours of verifiable K-12 fieldwork.

2Taking one of these courses in combination with 20 clock hours of verified observation and/or service in the schools
under the auspices of campus outreach programs or other approved service in preK-12 school settings will fulfill both
requirements in this area. Students must submit a petition for non-course related fieldwork, available from the Department
of Education Student Affairs office.

3Some EDUC 124 instructors assign optional fieldwork. Twenty hours of fieldwork in EDUC 124 will satisfy the Area 3
fieldwork requirement.

Courses from Area 4 may be used to satisfy the fieldwork requirement for Area 3 if they include 20 hours of
pre K-12 fieldwork. They are marked with an asterisk on the Area 4 list.

Area 4: Subject matter content and pedagogy:

This area requires completion of one course focusing on an academic discipline of the student's choice that has
applicability to preK-12 instruction. See the attached list of Area 4 courses. The list is also available on the
Department of Education website, www.gse.uci.edu, or from the department® Student Affairs office. Only two
courses may be chosen from the student's major area of study.

NOTE: In addition to the approved courses in this document, other courses may be appropriate for Areas 3 and 4.
Students should consult a Department of Education Student Affairs Counselor and get pre-approval for other
courses from the minor® Faculty Advisor.

The remaining courses needed to complete the seven-course minor (28 units) may be selected from any approved
courses that are not used to meet an area requirement or from other courses deemed appropriate by the minor
Faculty Advisor.
