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These patterns, however, do not play out equally in all schools. Rather, they create
particular challenges with regard to effective use of new technologies in low-SES schools
serving disadvantaged students. If these challenges are not seriously addressed,
technology has the potential to deepen educational inequity, rather than help overcome it.

Fortunately, however, our study also pointed to measures that can be taken at many levels
to help meet these challenges. If policy-makers and educators address these issues head
on, the potential of technology to enhance the education of all students can be more fully
realized.
